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1. Sharing the Learning Outcomes -

reward the deserving animals. Use the smartboard activity to click on characters to find out what they 
done. 

3. Demonstrating Understanding - Children should decide which rosettes should be awarded to each of 
the animals and be able to explain why. 

4. Review and Recall - Plenary would be through;

•	Children can link being honest, responsible, showing good character to school charters and ethos
